Guidelines for Completion

· The UNISON West Sussex Branch Committee has agreed that requests for hardship payments will normally only be paid to members earning less than £21,000 (whole time equivalent salary). This means that members are usually earning less than NJC Grade 7, spinal point 24. You can check your grade and spinal point on the back of your payslip.


· Payments will be for 50% of the loss of income as recorded on the member’s payslip.

· Please note that no payments can be made until this form has been received and authorised by the Branch Committee. It is therefore imperative that it is completed and returned without delay as soon as your relevant payslip is available.
· Please make sure you complete all sections of the form.
· Please ensure you return a copy of both sides of your payslip. The front tells us how much the deduction was for, and the back tells us your whole-time equivalent salary.
· Payments made by cheque will take longer to reach your account. In addition, to save administration costs the Branch prefers to make payments by bank transfer whenever possible.

· Completed hardship requests must be received in the office by 12pm, Friday 19th December in order that payments are processed within UNISON’s 2014 accounting year. Requests received before this deadline which elect to receive payment by Bank Transfer will be paid before Christmas.
